Applicant should be a private limited company registered under companies
Ordinance, 1984 or Travel Agents Act, 1976 and duly incorporated with
Securities and Exchange Commission of Pakistan (SECP).

Having a Paid up capital of Rs.5.00 Million and Autherized Capital Rs.7.5 Million.

The company shall furnish a certificate from SECP that there is no management
dispute pending resolution.

Has an appropriate established office (located at a proper place manned by
qualified personnel (at least three employees) with adequate furniture and IT
facilities.
Having verifiable/documented direct experience of organizing 2000 Umrah and
Ziarat Zaireen since last five Years consisting:-
